Christmas Many people participate in festive activities on Chiristmas
Eve. Children, especially, enjoy receiving presents from "Santa
Claus".

Omisoka (Dec.31) The last day of the year, or New Year's Eve.
Preparations for the New Year are to have been made by this day.
General housecleaning (osoji) and rice-cake (mochi) making used to
be among the most important work to be done before the New Year.
On New Year's Eve, temples ring the watch-tower bell (joya-no-
kane) 108 times, wishing to relieve human sufferings caused by man’s
earthly desires, which number 108, according to Buddhist belief.

Ganjitsu (Jan.l) The day on which the start of the new vear is
celebrated. Nobody works on the first three days of the new year.
The period is called sanga nichi, or shogatsu. On these days, the
people go to shrines, visit friends and relatives, drink sake and eat
special new-year dishes called osechi. Children fly kites (fakoage),
play Japanese cards(karuta), battledore and shuttlecock (hanetsuki).
Shimenawa, or sacred rice-straw ropes, can be found on the gates
leading to people’s houses and sometimes on the people’s doors. The
gates are also decorated with pine boughs or kadomatsu (gate pines).
This pine decoration is left in place from Jan. 1 to Jan. 7 (until Jan.
15 in olden times). This period is referred to as maftsu no wuchi.

Setsubun (Feb.3or4) The day before the beginning of spring accord-
ing to the lunisolar calendar. On the evening of this day, people open
the doors of their houses and drive the demons (i.e.bad luck) out of
their homes and gardens by throwing handfuls of beans and shouting
“Demons out ! Good luck in !”

Coming-of-Age Day (Jan.15) The day for congratulating those who
have reached the age of maturity and are now ready to make their
own way in the world. Each city holds a congratulatory ceremony for
those who come of age in that particular vear.

National Foundation Day (Feb.11) The day for commemorating the
founding of the nation and for fostering patriotic feelings. (This day
marks the anniversary of the accession to the throne of the first
emperor, in the year 660 B.C.)
